The last few weeks have been acƟon-packed.  It has been wonderful to go into lessons 
and observe the pupil’s learning. We have introduced an exciƟng trust-wide Maths   
iniƟaƟve – Winning with Numbers (WWN).  WWN is a programme which is like phonics 
for maths! We are on a mission to ensure all children are fluent and confident with 
numbers. Having seen the children using this approach, we decided to hear from our 
Year 5 pupils: 

“I like Winning with Numbers because it calms me and sets my brain.” 

“I enjoy Winning with Numbers because it helping me learn things easily that I used to struggle with.” 

“I think I am enjoying Winning with Numbers because I’m someƟmes not that confident with Maths and 
it’s boosƟng my confidence.” 

Please ask your children all about it – I’m sure they will love telling you about their learning. 

It has been lovely speaking with you all too; we value your opinion.  Having met with our PTA, I was 
able to have parent voice over some of the aspects of the school life.   

 
ExciƟng News 

From Monday 30th September, we are going to trial for our EYFS (Nursery and RecepƟon) and KS1 (Year 
1 and Year 2) parents to collect their children from their classrooms. The main gate will open at 2.58pm 
for parents to walk to their child’s classroom.

Year 1 have had a brilliant morning launching Numbots! They all look fantasƟc and are enjoying the 
face paints!  

Numbots is an online plaƞorm that helps to build up fast recall of what numbers look like as well as 
improving addiƟon and subtracƟon fluency for numbers within 20. These are vital skills that feed into 
all math and will support your child moving up throughout school. Children can explore numbers 
through games and quizzes. Please encourage your child to use this plaƞorm at home as oŌen as    
possible. We celebrate success in Numbots every Friday during assembly where your child could win a 
cerƟficate for: most improved accuracy, most minutes played and most correct answers.   

 



 

 

 

 

 

Nursery Class have been enjoying their outdoor learning opportuniƟes. They have spent Ɵme building 
dens, sharing stories and bird spoƫng in BuƩerfly Woods. They have been working together to  
transfer water in different ways in The Shore.  

The children enjoyed exploring mixing colours with their new friends! First, they chose a primary  
colour to paint their hand and then they gave each other a hi-5! This then created a new colour! "I 
can see blue and red made purple!" 

Year 1 have been looking at thermometers and how they can test hot and cold things. The children  
experimented with different types of liquids and took their temperatures, they also took their own   
temperature! In Geography, the children have been focusing on where they live and where they are 
in the world, making their own world! 



 

Year 3 have been busy this week working on understanding verbs in different tenses. They explored 
lots of different verbs and invesƟgated what worked and what didn't! In Science, they invesƟgated 
different food packaging and learnt that there were hidden fats and nutrients in everything! They         
discussed what a healthy diet was and learnt that there is no such thing as a bad food group! 

Year 2 have started to read The Mousehole Cat and have enjoyed learning some of the key vocabulary 
in the story. They have been able to link this to their geography work too as they have learnt about 
Mousehole harbour, the quayside and what a breakwater is. The children are really looking forward 
to finding out more about Tom and Mowzer and what is going to happen when there is a storm! 

Year 4 have been working on a PE unit called InvenƟng Games. The children invented a game,         
decided on the rules and keep score. The children pracƟsed their game and decided how to improve 
it. Some even got the chance to teach other groups how to play their game. There was some           
excellent teamwork on show in year 4. We have some very creaƟve children! 



 

Year 5 have been immersing themselves in a book called 'Women in Science- 50 Fearless Pioneers who 
Changed the World'. It is a fascinaƟng book with lots of ambiƟous vocabulary. In reading the children 
worked with their learning partners to use a thesaurus. They learnt how much they help writers to   
improve their sentences and found synonyms for some tricky words found in the text.  It was a great 
lesson in team work and a fantasƟc way of learning some exciƟng new words.  

In wriƟng, Year 6 have been exploring sentence construcƟon with a focus on idenƟfying the subject, 
the verb, clauses and phrases. They have been working with partners to unpick sentences and idenƟfy 
where the correct punctuaƟon is needed. The children will be applying what they have learnt when 
they write their own non-chronological report about the circulatory system. 

The children in the ARB visited the park as a treat in the glorious sunshine, following their autumn 
walk to explore their local surroundings throughout the seasons.
